2010 BREC Golfer of the Year Points System
Points will be accumulated in ten events as follows:

Two-Person Team Events (Mardi Gras Mania and Plainsman Four-Ball)

* 25 points each for competing

* 1 point each for every team beaten outright

* Additional bonus points for order of finish listed below:  Points will be awarded equally to each team member
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Individual Events (Stableford Challenge, Howell Championship, City Park Championship, Dumas Memorial Championship, Baton Rouge Open, and the Webb Memorial Championship)
* 25 points for competing

* 1 point for every competitor beaten outright

* Additional bonus points for order of finish listed below:
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The Baton Rouge Amateur Championship consists of the following special points due to the limited field (64 players) and the match play format:

* 50 points for competing
* 20 points for winning first match
* 40 points for winning second match

* 60 points for winning third match

* The final 8 golfers after match play will play 18-holes of stroke play for the Amateur title and the points for the final 8 will be as follows:
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The top 40 players and ties in the point standings after the Baton Rouge Amateur will qualify for The BREC Player’s Championship to be held August 14-15 at Beaver Creek.

The BREC Player’s Championship point breakdown:

* 2 points for every competitor beaten outright

* Additional bonus points for order of finish listed below:
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The BREC Player’s Championship will be a non-flighted event with prizes.  The winner of the Player’s Championship may not necessarily win the Golfer of the Year due to the season-long point system.  
The player with the most season-long points accumulated at the conclusion of The BREC Player’s Championship will be crowned the 4th Annual BREC Golfer of the Year. 

Men, women, and juniors age 13 and older will be eligible for the BREC Golfer of the Year award.  Golf professionals will also be eligible.
Ties for first place in each event will be broken by a sudden-death playoff to determine the event champion and to determine who receives first place Golfer of the Year points.  All other ties for Golfer of the Year point purposes will be given the full allocation of bonus points for finishing among the top twenty at a given event.

For example:  If two competitors finish tied for fourth place in the Howell Park Championship both players will receive 75 bonus points.
The 2010 BREC Golfer of the Year will receive a 24% full lead crystal trophy, merchandise prizes, a reserved parking place for one year at the BREC golf course of his/her choice, and unless won by a professional will automatically qualify for the 2011 Baton Rouge Amateur Championship.
