Every ten years, BREC asks you to participate in a system-wide planning process to
develop a roadmap for the next decade and look at all of BREC's parks, facilities, trails,
greenways, and programs comprehensively across the P arish.

BREC's award-winning system—recognized as the nation’s #1 large park system in 2022—
is the result of decades of system planning translated to action. The system master plan
will build on the accomplishments and legacy of Imagine Your Parks 1 and 2, which
expanded BREC's offerings to better meet community needs. The first Imagine Your
Parks, developed in 2004, led to the construction of 12 new community parks. In 2014,
Imagine Your Parks 2 set eight new strategic directions, resulting in more than 88 capital
projects, improved park maintenance, upgraded technology and software, grew
innovative programs, and expanded partnerships.
